In addition to a scrumptious line-up of Chinese New Year delights at celebrity chef restaurants – 
including Adrift by David Myers, db Bistro & Oyster Bar by Daniel Boulud, Osteria Mozza by 
Mario Batali, Sky on 57 by Justin Quek, and Bread Street Kitchen by Gordon Ramsay – 
shoppers now have even more reasons to dine at Marina Bay Sands with the recent addition of 
well-loved food & beverage brands IPPUDO and Canton Paradise.

IPPUDO10 will soon open its doors to unveil a 90-seater restaurant featuring the brand’s top 
three Singapore-exclusive ramen dishes under one roof – Shoyu Ramen, Niku Soba, and 
Tsukemen. To commemorate its new outlet, the restaurant will offer new side dishes such as 
the Samurai Ribs and innovative Almond Jelly Noodle dessert along with IPPUDO’s signature 
sides including the Gyoza and Goma Kyuri. 
 
For the first time in Asia and outside of New York, IPPUDO will introduce Kuro-Obi, its quick-
service ramen bar and takeaway concept in Singapore. Kuro-Obi is the only concept by 
IPPUDO around the world that offers the Tori-paitan, which is a delicate and silky chicken soup 
base.

More recently, home-grown Canton Paradise11 opened at The Shoppes with a 160-seater 
restaurant serving all-day dim sum, traditional Cantonese fare such as noodles, congee and rice 
dishes, as well as its signature assortment of roasted meats.  
 
Diners can soak in an ambience reminiscent of a bustling Hong Kong tea house, or choose to 
take home festive goodies12 such as the Prosperity Abalone Yu Sheng13 (S$45.80) and the 
Paradise Treasure Pot14 (S$238 for regular size, S$398 for large), which is a traditional dish 
made up of premium ingredients such as abalone, mushrooms, sea cucumber, oysters, pig 
trotter, and scallops.    
 
The award-winning culinary team at Punjab Grill15 has also created a special Chaat Yu Sheng, 
which is a creation inspired by the all-time favourite Indian savoury snack. The dish consists of 
Punjab Grill’s special Tandoori chicken and smoked salmon, as well as variations of seasoned 
chaat crisps combined with a date tamarind chutney and a hint of plum sauce. Diners can enjoy 
this decadent treat, which is also available in a vegetarian version, at the restaurant or take-
away from 28 January to 11 February 2017 for S$5816.
